Ajou Exchange/Visiting Program is a one-semester or one-year program 
for international students from all around the world. About 200 courses 
are	offered	in	English	every	semester,	and	various	cultural	activities	are	
organized. The nomination and the application process start 6 months prior 
to the beginning of each semester twice a year.

AKP	(Ajou	Korean	Program)	is	for	foreigners	and	overseas	Koreans	who	
wish	to	apply	for	undergraduate/graduate	school	or	speak	Korean	fluently	at	
business	level.	The	AFP	(Ajou	Foundation	Program)	is	a	pre-undergraduate	
program where students can prepare for entry into Ajou University.
